This amendment is hereby issued to clarify items found in the Request for Comment, issued 

14 Sep 99.  

(1) Paragraph 1., line 3, reads "...procure modifications, rare spares, rare repairs, services and manpower support for..." is hereby corrected to read "...procure modifications, spares, repairs, services, and manpower support for...".  In order to provide our customers with the most flexible acquisition tool possible, we wish to define our requirement as widely as possible, and leave the final business decision for usage of the tool to the customer.  Please be advised that the scope of this requirement is not yet firm, and is subject to change.  

(2) Paragraph 3., which begins "This effort, which will be ...":  Line 2 reads: "set aside, will require a teaming arrangement(s) of some sort ..."  should be changed to read : "set aside, which may require some type of teaming arrangement(s) .... There is some concern that my wording may indicate to small businesses that we would only consider ideas wherein teaming arrangements are considered.  That is not my intent.  I will accept and evaluate any and all innovative and constructive ideas that businesses (any size) believe will support the goals of FAST as set forth in Paragraph 3 of my original Request for Comment, and as restated below.  .

Mentioned as examples of teaming arrangements in paragraph 3. were joint ventures and affiliations.  This is not an all-encompassing list.  I intentionally did not give a "laundry list", as I did not want to stifle the creative ideas, which may be available from the defense industrial community (specifically small businesses) regarding the referenced FOCUS of this Request for Comment.  

To date, a "bundling justification", in accordance with PL 105-135, has not been determined necessary or justified.  If provided, your ideas would not indicate approval/acceptance of the "bundle" (by the Government or by industry).  Recommendations that include separating the requirements into smaller segments will be equally considered in this solicitation for ideas.

Again, as set forth in my original Request, please provide your innovative ideas, keeping in mind the goals of the FAST program:

(1) Support the warfighter; 

(2) allow AFMC customers to contract in a manner that would allow them to be able to "reach the contractor of choice", and 

(3) maximize the possibility of prime awards to small businesses.
