Warner Robins Air Logistics Center (WR-ALC) is seeking comments and information from industry regarding the WR-ALC’s FAST Program, which will serve to procure modifications, rare spares, rare repairs, services, and manpower support for Warner Robins ALC, Ogden ALC, and Oklahoma City ALC.  Currently, WR-ALC’s individual product directorates, as well as the product directorates at Oklahoma City and Ogden ALCs, issue multiple similar contracts resulting in duplicative efforts and costs.  The FAST contract is intended to meet Product Director’s needs for speed, flexibility, and best value by providing a multi-dimensional task ordering capability.  The intent is to provide sufficient ceiling and scope for command-wide usage.


An off-site was recently held at Warner Robins on 24-25 Aug 99, with the other ALCs in attendance, to discuss and brainstorm various strategies for making FAST a successful and desirable contract of choice.  As stated above, our first and foremost charter is to meet the needs of the Product Director, and thereby meet the needs of the warfighter.  In doing so, we also have to consider the impact to the defense industrial community, specifically small businesses.  It is not our intent to harm the defense small business base.  Indeed, it is our intent to bolster small businesses by making prime small business awards through a partial small business set-aside, and through challenging large business contractors to meet or exceed their small business goals.  

This effort, which will be a multi-billion dollar, broad scope, partial small business set-aside, will require a teaming arrangement(s) of some sort (i.e., joint ventures, affiliations, etc).  We are soliciting your innovative ideas on how to reach our goals: support the warfighter, allow AFMC customers to contract in a manner that would allow them to be able to "reach the contractor of choice", and maximize the possibility of prime awards to small businesses.   

Definitions / Proposed Regulations:  (Provided for informational purposes only)

A "joint venture" is defined as: a business entity composed of two or more separate business entities which have joined for the purpose of performing specific work but which will not have continuing legal relationship after completion of this work.  

Section 121.103(f)(3) of SBA's proposed Small Business Reauthorization Act:  


"(f) Affiliation based on joint venture arrangements."




...



"(3) Exclusion from affiliation.  (i) A joint venture or teaming arrangement of two or more business concerns may submit an offer as a small business as a small business for a Federal procurement without regard to affiliation under paragraph (f) of this section so long as each concern is small under the size standard corresponding to the SIC code assigned to the contract..."
