FLEXIBLE ACQUISITION AND SUSTAINMENT TOOL (FAST) CONTRACT





	Warner Robins Air Logistics Center (WR-ALC) is seeking comments and information from industry regarding the WR-ALC’s desire to award an omnibus modification, services, and manpower support contract.  Currently, WR-ALC’s individual product directorates issue multiple contracts (valued at an estimated $200 million per year), resulting in duplicative efforts and costs.  The FAST contract is intended to meet Product Director’s needs for speed and flexibility by providing a multi-dimensional task ordering capability.  The intent is to provide sufficient ceiling and scope for command-wide usage.





	It is intended that the FAST contract scope will include modifications, services, and manpower support.  The modification portion will include modification design, kit fabrication, and installations.  The services and manpower support portions will include, but will not be limited to: engineering, program management, item management, technical, clerical, acquisition logistics management, engineering services, A&AS, budget support, administration, configuration management, and other technical skills needed to support the WR-ALC mission.  The FAST contract scope will also include rare repairs and rare spares.  Additionally, it is WR-ALC’s intention to give Ogden ALC and Oklahoma City ALC decentralized task ordering capability.  The anticipated length of any contract(s) would be a minimum of 5 years (basic plus one year options).  It is anticipated that 3 to 5 awards will be made.  The rough order of magnitude for cost is currently estimated at $3 Billion.
