Replacement, transfer, or reassignment of personnel who have been "On-site" for the full tour of duty shall be considered for the convenience of the Government.  


(2) The tour of duty for Contractor personnel assigned to OCONUS locations for effort ordered under a FAST Program delivery or task order (D/TO) shall correspond to the duration of the FAST D/TO or with the prevailing OCONUS military tour of duty, whichever is less.

(3) All replacement of Contractor personnel within CONUS shall be deemed for the convenience of the Contractor, and shall be at the Contractor's expense.  


(4) Replacement of Contractor personnel who have been voluntarily or involuntarily terminated from assignment to a D/TO due to acts of misconduct or security violations shall be deemed for the convenience of the Contractor, and shall be at the Contractor's expense and not chargeable to the Government. c. (1) Submit to the Contracting Officer for acceptance, formal company policies and procedures that effectively address its obligations in this clause, and documentation that all employees associated with this contract are fully aware of those specific policies, procedures and obligations.  No personnel will be assigned to emergency-essential service positions that have military recall commitments;


(2) Obtain a written agreement from each employee identified to perform emergency-essential services under this contract that states that the employee agrees to the obligations imposed by this clause; and,


(3) Provide copies of any and all employment agreements to the Government upon request.

c.  Notwithstanding any other clauses of this contract, the Contractor agrees that, in the event of the occurrence of any crisis, the Government shall have the unilateral right to extend performance of this contract or any D/TO under the same terms and conditions as long as the crisis exists.

d.  Contractor personnel assigned to a crisis area are expected to perform assigned duties under this contract or any D/TO or any extensions thereof.  Costs of retrieving Contractor personnel and obtaining replacement personnel shall be the responsibility of the Contractor except in those instances when an employee has served the required minimum tour of duty as set forth in the contract.  Subject to the availability of space, Contractor personnel may be authorized to utilize military aircraft services at normal user rates in effect.  

e.  The Contractor shall continue performing services under the individual D/TO during crisis.  Upon the invocation of this clause, the rates of those applicable CLINs ordered by the individual D/TO shall be increased by the following percentage:

a.  The magnitude of this contract may require many business concerns to team, partner and/or subcontract with other business concerns (large and small). The Government will evaluate and negotiate, as necessary, and issue the order within 12 working days after date set for receipt of proposals, unless otherwise stated in the RFOP. b.  When D/TOs are competed, all Contractors will receive an RFOP – with the exception of those task orders in which competition is limited to the small business prime awardees.  Award of competitive D/TOs will be made to the Contractor whose proposal is the most advantageous to the Government based on an integrated assessment of evaluation criteria which address technical / management, past performance, and cost / price.  Additional evaluation factors relevant to the particular D/TO may be considered in the award of a D/TO under this contract.  The following factors are examples:

(1)  Each RFOP shall cite applicable order-specific clauses, which are annotated as ‘(**)” in the contract.


(2) If information regarding the technical / management approach beyond what was received with the initial proposals is required, a brief technical / management proposal will be requested to identify the Contractor's proposed approach to the specific task.  Any Government property required for performance must be identified in the response to the RFOP.  Evaluation criteria will be identified in the RFOP.


(3) The past performance evaluation for each D/TO will consider each Contractor's original past performance data, as well as any current relevant data.  As work proceeds under this contract, it is probable that the past performance data submitted with the original contract proposal will be accorded less weight than more recent performance reports received on D/TOs performed under this contract.      (a) If a T&M D/TO is contemplated as a result of issuance of an RFOP, contractors will be required to prepare proposals citing a proposed ceiling price for labor and an estimate of material, travel, and other direct costs.  Proposals shall identify the labor categories, the number of hours, and the proposed labor rates for each category.


     (b) If a Fixed Price (FP) D/TO is contemplated as a result of issuance of an RFOP, contractors will be required to prepare a FP proposal and include other costs (e.g., material, travel, etc.) as well as profit.  If incentives are to be used, they will be identified in the RFOP.


     (c) If a cost reimbursement type D/TO is contemplated as a result of issuance of an RFOP, Contractors will be required to prepare proposals citing a proposed estimated cost broken out for labor, material (and other direct costs), and travel costs.  Proposals shall identify the labor categories, the number of hours, and the proposed labor rates for each category.  Each RFOP for a cost reimbursement type D/TO will identify the type fee arrangement to be used (i.e. award fee, incentive fee, or fixed fee), and the fee will be proposed and negotiated at the D/TO level.

c.  When a D/TO is restricted to a single source in accordance with Clause IB-311 (AFFARS 5352.216-9001), an RFOP will only be sent to that source, and the Contractor will be required to submit a cost / price proposal.  Cost / price proposals shall identify the labor categories, number of hours, and the proposed labor rates for each category required.  Cost / price proposals for D/TOs shall utilize rates that are no higher than those set forth in the attached Rate Tables.  Contractors shall include a statement that they have either used the rates in the Attached Rate Tables or they have proposed lower rates.  All non-labor cost / price elements required shall be included in the cost / price proposal.  If the proposed cost / price exceeds $500,000, cost or pricing data shall be submitted only on labor hours, material, and other direct costs and a Certificate of Current Cost and Pricing Data required on those elements.  If information regarding the technical / management approach beyond what was received with the initial proposal is required, a brief technical / management proposal will be requested to identify the Contractor’s proposed approach to the specific task.  Identification of any Government property required for performance must be identified.

d.  When proposals for D/TOs include utilization of depot-provided resources, a copy of the signed agreement with the depot provider (see clause H-908 herein) shall be provided in the D/TO proposal.  The Government will review the agreement, and if approved, will fund the DoD source directly as a Government-Furnished Supply or Service (GFS/S), unless the agreement contains specific authority for direct payment from the contractor to the depot (e.g., an agreement under 10 U.S.C. 2553 or 10 U.S.C. 2208J).  The agreement between the depot provider and the Contractor will be incorporated into the D/TO as the basis for which the Government will provide the GFS/S.  However, the dollars for depot-provided resources shall be separately identified within the agreement and will be added to the Contractor's proposed price as part of the price evaluation process for the specific D/TO. 

e.  It is anticipated that some of the RFOPs and resultant D/TOs will be classified acquisitions up to and including Top Secret.  Contractors that do not possess the required clearance and safeguarding capability at time of RFOP release will not be eligible to receive that RFOP.  DD Forms 254, Contract Security Classification Specifications, will be attached to the RFOP and D/TO as required.  

f.  EXPORT CONTROL: D/TOs involve technology that has a military or space application.  The only US contractors who may participate are those that are certified and registered with DLSC (1-800-352-3572) and have a legitimate business purpose.  In responding to a RFOP, FAST contractors must submit a copy of their current, approved DD Form 2345.  To request this certification, write to the Commander, Defense Logistics Services Center, ATTN:  DLSC-FEB, Federal Center, Battle Creek MI 49017-3084 and request a copy of Department of Defense Form 2345 or call DLSC at the above number.

(Applicable to Contractor Performance on Government Installations)

a.  Base Closures Due to Emergencies: From time to time, the Center or Base Commander may decide to close all or part of the base in response to an unforeseen emergency or similar occurrence.  Such emergencies include, but are not limited to, adverse weather such as snow or flood, an act of God such as tornado or earthquake, or a base disaster such as a natural gas leak or fire.  Contractor personnel are "non-essential personnel" for purposes of any instructions regarding the emergency.


(1) Contractor personnel shall be officially dismissed upon notification of a base closure in accordance with paragraph b.  They shall promptly secure all Government furnished property appropriately and evacuate in an expedient but safe manner.


(2) With regard to work under the contract, the Government shall retain the following options:


     (a) The Government may grant a time extension in each order delayed by the closure equal to the time of the closure, subject to the availability of funds.


     (b) The Government may forego work.  The Contractor will not be paid for work not performed.


     (c) The Government may reschedule the work on any day satisfactory to both parties.


     (d) The Government may, at its discretion, permit the Contractor to perform at an off-site location during the period of base closure if meaningful work can be accomplished.  The Contractor shall certify to the Government by letter within five (5) business days of returning to work the nature and scope of the work completed off-site.  The Contractor shall be permitted to bill the Government at the labor rates identified in the D/TO.


     (e) In rare instances, the Government may request that the Contractor continue on-site performance during the base closure period.  Such a request shall be subject to agreement by the Contractor.

b.  Base Closure Notification Procedures.


(1) After an official decision to close Warner Robins ALC, Robins AFB GA; Ogden ALC, Hill AFB UT; Oklahoma City ALC, Tinker AFB OK (or any other performance location specified in a D/TO) has been made by the Base Commander, the following radio and television stations shall be notified of the closure:

(2) The Contractor is directed to listen or watch one of the radio or television stations listed in paragraph b.(1) for notification of a base closure.  The Contractor should follow instructions intended for non-essential personnel.


(3) The Contractor will not receive any other form of notification of a base closure from the Government.  The Contractor is responsible for notification of his or her employees.


(4) If the decision to close all or part of the base is made during the duty day, and the Base Commander's decision is transmitted through official notification channels, the Contractor shall follow the instructions as given.  Contractor personnel shall notify their Contract Task Monitor (identified in the D/TO) and act in accordance with the Contract Task Monitor's instruction.  

c.  Base Closure Due to Non-Emergencies: The Center or Base Commander may elect to close all or part of the base for non-emergency reasons such as a time-off award, base open house, etc.  In the event of a non-emergency base closure, the Contract Task Monitor and the Contractor shall jointly choose a course of action within the following options:


(1) If there is a need for the service during the base closure and a Government employee will be present, the Contractor may continue on-site work.  The Contractor shall bill the Government at the labor rates identified in the D/TO.


(2) If there is a need for work during the base closure but either a Government employee will not be present or access will not be available, the Contractor may work off-site provided meaningful work may be accomplished.  Contractor shall certify to the Government by letter within five (5) business days of returning on-site the nature and scope of the work completed off-site.  For Time and Materials / Labor Hour D/TOs, the contractor shall bill the Government at the labor rates specified in the D/TO.


(3) If there is no need for the service during the scheduled base closure, the Contractor shall not work on- or off-site.  The Government may grant a time extension for each order equal to the amount of time of the closure.

CONTRACTOR UTILIZATION OF DEPOT-PROVIDED RESOURCES

a.  It is the intent of the Air Force to permit FAST contractors to utilize supplies and / or services from Air Force or other DOD depots in performance of Delivery / Task Orders (D/TOs) issued hereunder.  Contractors may contact the designated depot partnering office (the ALC Plans and Programs Directorates - office symbol XP) for planning purposes to make the necessary arrangements to facilitate potential partnering on individual D/TOs.  Partnering depots will be designated based on approved AFMC Technology Repair Centers for individual D/TOs.  However, there can be no assurance that depots will have the available capacity to provide supplies and / or services on a recurring basis for the life of this contract due to changing depot mission requirements.  The availability of depot-provided resources is the same for all Contractors.  The procedures set forth in paragraph b. shall be used by all Contractors electing to utilize depot-provided resources for accomplishment of D/TOs issued hereunder.

b.  Procedures:  The Prime Contractor is solely responsible for determining the appropriateness for use of depot-provided resources, communicating with Air Force depot(s) and making all arrangements necessary with the depot(s) to accommodate the use of such resources.  If a Contractor elects to utilize depot-provided supplies or services for a specific D/TO the Prime Contractor shall negotiate a signed agreement with the Air Force depot-provider.  At a minimum, this agreement shall contain:  (1) a clear technical description of the depot-provided supplies or services to include appropriate line item structure, delivery schedules and accompanying technical descriptions (e.g. Statement of Work, Work Breakdown Structure, etc.); (2) a clear identification of all dollars to be charged by the depot-provider for the supplies or services including the proposed funding process; (3) the terms and conditions for which the depot-provided resources are provided; and (4) any other information deemed pertinent for proper execution of the depot-provided supplies or services.

However, there can be no assurance the depots will have the available capacity to provide supplies and / or services on a recurring basis for the life of the FAST contract due to changing depot mission requirements. b. The availability of depot-provided resources is the same for all Offerors.  Public entities will not enter into exclusive agreements with any Offeror or provide proposed pricing to any Offeror prior to award of this solicitation. Page Limitations

Page limitations shall be treated as maximums.  If exceeded, the excess pages will not be read or considered in the evaluation of the proposal and (for hard copies) will be destroyed by the Government as soon as practicable. The Mission Capability Volume (Subfactors 1 and 2 via Oral Presentation; Subfactors 3 and 4 - Written) should be specific and complete.  Legibility, clarity and coherence are very important.  The Offeror's Volume I proposal will be evaluated against the Mission Capability subfactors defined in Section M, Clause M-901, Evaluation Factors.  Using the instructions provided below, provide as specifically as possible the actual methodology used for satisfying these subfactors.  All the requirements specified in the solicitation are mandatory.  By your proposal submission, the Offeror is representing that the Offeror’s team will perform all the requirements specified in the solicitation. Number of Representatives

The Offeror is allowed to identify up to a total of seven (7) representatives that may participate in the pop quiz, oral presentation, and Q&A sessions.  These representatives may participate in all sessions unless restricted from participation in the pop quiz (see para. 4.1.6).  No substitutions are allowed.

Restrictions

To ensure fair and equitable presentations and evaluations, a representative shall not attend more than one (1) Offeror's pop quiz, oral presentation, and Q&A session. i.  Development and management of product data to include technical orders and engineering drawings


j.  Qualification, Testing and Evaluation (QT&E), Developmental Test and Evaluation (DT&E), Operational Test and Evaluation (OT&E), and Technology Insertion Testing on military managed systems

4.2.2.
Subfactor 2: Responsiveness

The purpose of this subfactor is to assess the Offeror's ability to quickly respond to the needs of the warfighter through the proposed management team structure and use of the Offeror's internal management concept.  The Offeror shall present items a. through c. for each sample task and the pop quiz question.  The Offeror shall present item d. at the conclusion of the fourth sample task presentation.  


a.  Provide the team management structure and plan for coordinating activities among the team members to accomplish the task with minimal Government intervention while maintaining effective communication between the Government and the Offeror. Subfactor 3: Team Structure

The Offeror shall submit a Team Structure Matrix and Team Structure Plan.  The Matrix shall identify in rank order up to the top five (5) team members for each block (see Table 4.3 below). The Prime Offeror shall submit a list identifying up to a maximum of 50 relevant contracts/negotiated agreements (Government and / or commercial) within the same division or cost center performed within the last 2 years.  This list is to include the program title, dollar amount, contract number, Contracting Officer’s name and phone number.  For each teaming partner, joint venture partner and critical first tier subcontractor, a listing of up to a maximum of 30 relevant contracts/negotiated agreements, with the same information as indicated above for the prime offerors shall be submitted. 


d.  Performance History Matrix in accordance with attached - see paragraph 7.3. below.


e.  Consent Authorization Letter, in contractor format, executed by each teaming partner, joint venture partner, and critical first tier subcontractor, authorizing release of adverse past performance information to the Offeror so the Offeror can respond to such information.


f.  Client Authorization Letter (in Contractor format) for each commercial contracts/negotiated agreements authorizing release to the Government of requested information on the Offeror's performance.  The Government may use the data provided by each Offeror in this volume and data obtained from other sources in the evaluation of past and present performance.

A critical first tier subcontractor is a subcontractor who provides a capability or capabilities to perform the FAST workloads.  A relevant contract / negotiated agreement does not have to contain all subfactors (i.e., an Offeror may submit information on a contract / negotiated agreement that is only relevant to one subfactor or one aspect of a subfactor).  Offerors that are newly formed entities without prior contracts / negotiated agreements or that do not possess relevant corporate past performance should submit FACTS Sheets for five (5) of their most recent / relevant contracts / negotiated agreements demonstrating their past and present performance for each of their key personnel.

Specific Content

Offerors are required to explain in the Performance History Matrices what aspects of the contracts / negotiated agreements are deemed relevant to the proposed effort, and to what aspects of the proposed effort they relate.  This may include a discussion of efforts accomplished by the Offeror to resolve problems encountered on prior contracts / negotiated agreements as well as past efforts to identify and manage program risk.  Merely having problems does not automatically equate to a little or no confidence rating, since the problems encountered may have been on a more complex program, or an Offeror may have subsequently demonstrated the ability to overcome the problems encountered.  The Offeror is required to clearly demonstrate management actions employed in overcoming problems.  This may allow the Offeror to be considered a higher confidence candidate.  For example, submittal (as part of the Performance History Matrix) of quality performance indicators or other management indicators that clearly support that an Offeror has overcome past problems is required.  Categorize the relevance information into the specific Mission Capability subfactors.

The POCs shall be required to forward their completed Questionnaires directly to the PRAG (Performance Risk Assessment Group) Chairperson - NOT BACK TO THE OFFEROR!!  Offerors shall not hand deliver questionnaires directly to the POCs.  Normal mailing channels must be used.  Furthermore, Offerors shall not follow-up with respondents to ensure they have completed the questionnaires.  The PRAG will conduct such follow-up with any POC as necessary.

SOURCE SELECTION

a.  The Government will select the best overall Offerors, based upon an integrated assessment of Mission Capability, Proposal Risk, Performance Risk, and Cost / Price.  This is a best value source selection conducted in accordance with Air Force Federal Acquisition Regulation Supplement (AFFARS) 5315.3 Source Selection Guidance and the Air Force Materiel Command Supplement (AFMCFARS) thereto.  The Government intends to award up to six (6) contracts - (four (4) full and open competition and two (2) set aside for small business) - to the Offerors who are deemed responsible in accordance with the Federal Acquisition Regulation (FAR), as supplemented, whose proposal conforms to the solicitation's requirements (to include all stated terms, conditions, representations, certifications, and all other information required by Section L of this solicitation) and are judged, based on the evaluation factors and subfactors, to represent the best value to the Government.  The Government seeks to award to the Offerors who give the Air Force the greatest confidence that they will best meet or exceed the requirements.  This may result in an award to a higher rated, higher priced Offeror, where the decision is consistent with the evaluation factors and the Source Selection Authority (SSA) reasonably determines that the technical superiority and / or overall business approach and / or superior past performance of the higher priced Offeror outweighs the cost difference.  To arrive at a source selection decision, the SSA will integrate the SSET's evaluation of the factors and subfactors (described below).  While the Government SSET and the SSA will strive for maximum objectivity, the source selection process, by its nature, is subjective and, therefore, professional judgment is implicit throughout the entire process.  

b.  The Government will consider, throughout the evaluation, the “correction potential” of any deficiency or proposal inadequacy.  The judgment of such “correction potential” is within the sole discretion of the Government.  If any aspect of an Offeror’s proposal not meeting the Government’s requirements is not considered correctable, the Offeror may be eliminated from the competitive range.

c.  Evaluation and award of the initial contract(s) under the FAST program will be accomplished in three (3) phases.  In phase one, all proposals shall be evaluated and assessed as described in M-901 below.  In phase two, the Government will group all Offerors together without regard to the size of the Offeror.  In the event that none of the offers received are acceptable, the Government reserves the right to make no awards and cancel the acquisition.  If one or more acceptable proposals are received, the Government will award up to four (4) contracts without regard to the Offeror's size.  This will be the unrestricted portion of the initial award phase.  In phase three, the Government will segregate the remaining Offerors by size.  The Offerors that are not small businesses under SIC 3721 shall be eliminated from further consideration.  If none of the offers from the small businesses are acceptable, the Government reserves the right to make no further awards.  If there are one (1) or more acceptable proposals from among the remaining small businesses, the Government will make one or more awards to those small businesses only.  This will be the SET-ASIDE portion of the initial award phase.

d.  Rejection of Unrealistic Offers: The Government may reject any proposal that is evaluated to be unrealistic in terms of program commitments, including contract terms and conditions, or unrealistically high or low in cost when compared to Government estimates, such that the proposal is deemed to reflect an inherent lack of competence or failure to comprehend the complexity and risks of the program.

e.  The Government anticipates making awards as set forth in paragraphs a - d. above, but reserves the right to make awards in any combination deemed to be in the best interest of the Government.
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EVALUATION FACTORS

1.0  Evaluation Factors and Subfactors and their Relative Order of Importance

Award will be made to the Offeror proposing the combination most advantageous to the Government based upon an integrated assessment of the evaluation factors and subfactors described below.  The Mission Capability, Proposal Risk and Performance Risk factors are of equal importance, with Cost / Price Factor being of less importance.  Although Cost / Price is a substantial factor, when all non-price evaluation factors are combined, they are significantly more important than the Cost / Price factor.  Under the Mission Capability Factor 1, Subfactors 1 and 2 are of equal importance.  Subfactor 3 is less important than either subfactor 1 or 2 but of greater importance than subfactor 4.  Subfactor 4 is less important that subfactors 1, 2, or 3.  Subfactors 1, 2, and 3 in aggregate are significantly more important than subfactor 4.

Subfactor 1:  Warfighter Support


Subfactor 2:  Responsiveness


Subfactor 3:  Team Structure


Subfactor 4:  Small Business / Small Disadvantaged Business Strategy 

Factor 2:  Proposal Risk

Factor 4:  Cost / Price

1.1.  Factor and Subfactor Rating

A color rating will be assigned to each subfactor under the Mission Capability factor in accordance with AFFARS 5315.305((a)(3)(i)).  The color rating depicts how well the Offeror's proposal meets the Mission Capability subfactor requirements in accordance with the stated explanation, within the subfactor, of how the subfactor will be evaluated.  The Mission Capability subfactors are described in paragraph 2.1.1. below.  A proposal risk rating will be assigned to each of the Mission Capability subfactors.  Proposal Risk (paragraph 2.2) represents the risk identified with an Offeror's proposed approach as it relates to the Mission Capability subfactor.  A Performance Confidence Assessment (paragraph 2.3.) will be assigned to the Performance Risk factor.  Performance confidence represents the Government's assessment of an Offeror successfully performing as proposed and is derived from a evaluation of the Offeror's present and past work record.  Cost / Price will be evaluated as described in paragraph 2.4. below.  When the integrated assessment of all aspects of the evaluation is accomplished, the color ratings, proposal risk ratings, performance risk assessment, and evaluated cost / price will be considered in the order or priority listed in paragraph 1.0. above.  Any of these considerations can influence the SSA's decision.  
2.0.  Factors and Subfactors

2.1.  Factor 1:  Mission Capability

The Government will evaluate each Offeror's proposal to determine their understanding of and ability to meet the needs of the warfighter based on technical ability, management, autonomy from the Government, and team structure as they relate to work that will be required under the prospective contract.  This evaluation will be based on:


 a.  Subfactors 1 and 2 – The Offeror’s response to each sample task and the pop quiz (Subfactor 2 only), based on the FAST Statement of Work and the requirements identified in the sample tasks and pop quiz (Subfactor 2 only).  The Government’s evaluation of the sample tasks will take into account restrictions stated in Section L Paragraph 4.1.7.2., and will take into account the Offeror’s assumptions made regarding the sample tasks.  


b.  Subfactor 3 - Team Structure Matrix and Team Structure Plan submittal.


c.  Subfactor 4 - Subcontracting Plan (large business only) and applicable addenda submittal. 
Any features or technical offerings that provide affordable benefit to the Government will be considered in the best value determination.

2.1.1.  Factor 1 Subfactors 1, 2, 3, and 4 

2.1.1.1.  Subfactor 1:  Warfighter Support

This subfactor is met when the Offeror's response to sample tasks demonstrates, to the extent applicable, a sound understanding and viable approach to:


a.  Systems engineering and Operational Safety, Suitability, and Effectiveness (OSS&E) for each sample task


b.  Software support and development


c.  Systems sustainment


d.  Identifying and utilizing open systems architecture to include correction of deficiencies, requirement changes, technology insertion, system modifications, and obsolete parts


e.  Performing infrastructure and systems administrative support of communications and computer information technology systems


f.  Spares production, modification, and repair for the military


g.  Technical knowledge and approach to task solution


h.  Manufacturing resources and materials necessary to accomplish each task


i.  Development and management of product data to include technical orders and engineering drawings


j.  Qualification Testing and Evaluation (QT&E), Developmental Test and Evaluation (DT&E), Operational Test and evaluation (OT&E), and Technology Insertion on military managed systems.

2.1.1.2.  Subfactor 2:  Responsiveness

The subfactor is met when the Offeror's responses to the sample tasks and the pop quiz question demonstrate:


a.  A management structure and plan for coordinating activities among the team members to accomplish the task with minimal Government intervention while maintaining effective communication between the Government and the Offeror. 


b.  Sound integrated Management Plan and Schedule


c.  A labor mix that efficiently / effectively accomplishes each task and supports the warfighter's needs


d.  Satisfactory ability and approach to address management options and potential impacts based on the assumption that all sample tasks are awarded simultaneously and are to be completed 180 days from task award
2.1.1.3.  Subfactor 3:  Team Structure

This subfactor is met when the Offeror's Team Structure Matrix and the Team Structure Plan submittal demonstrates:


a.  Team composition, which provides a balanced team that can support the scope of the FAST Statement of Work


b.  Sound rationale for selecting team members


c.  Effective processes for internal team communication and monitoring team performance.

2.1.1.4.  Subfactor 4:  Small Business / Small Disadvantaged Business Strategy

2.1.1.4.1
This subfactor is met by large businesses when the Offeror's subcontracting plan and addenda:


a.  Demonstrates a corporate commitment in providing subcontracting opportunities for small business and small disadvantaged business (to include Historically Black Colleges and Universities / Minority Institutions).


b.  Satisfies the subcontracting plan requirements of FAR 19.7, as supplemented. 


c.  Reflects compliance with the FAST requirement that 23 percent of the total dollars awarded to the Offeror shall be subcontracted to small business and is realistic based on the team's make-up and capabilities matrix


d.  Is directly related to the complexity and variety of the FAST Statement of Work


e.  With respect to small disadvantaged business participation:



(1) Identifies specific small disadvantaged business (to include Historically Black Colleges and Universities / Minority Institutions) team members that will participate in performance of the effort and the type of work they are expected to perform.



(2) Includes realistic small disadvantaged business (to include Historically Black Colleges and Universities / Minority Institutions) participation targets (in dollars and as percentages of total contract value) that support the DoD goal to award subcontract dollars to small disadvantaged businesses (to include Historically Black Colleges and Universities / Minority Institutions).

2.1.1.4.2.
This subfactor is met by small businesses when the proposal submission:


a.  Identifies specific small disadvantaged business (to include Historically Black Colleges and Universities / Minority Institutions) team members that will participate in performance of the effort and the type of work they are expected to perform.


b.  Includes realistic small disadvantaged business (to include Historically Black Colleges and Universities / Minority Institutions) participation targets (in dollars and as percentages of total contract value) that support the DoD goal to award subcontract dollars to small disadvantaged businesses.
2.2.  Factor 2 - Proposal Risk Factor

Proposal Risk will be evaluated at the Mission Capability subfactor level.  The Proposal Risk Assessment focuses on the risks and weaknesses associated with an Offeror's proposed approach and includes an assessment of the potential for disruption of schedule, increased cost, degradation of performance, and the need for increased Government oversight, as well as the likelihood of unsuccessful contract performance.  For each identified risk, the assessment also addresses the Offeror's proposal for mitigating the risk and why that approach is or is not manageable.  Each Mission Capability subfactor will receive one of the Proposal Risk ratings defined at AFFARS 5315.305((a)(3)(ii)).

2.3.  Factor 3 – Performance Risk Factor

           a.  Under the Performance Risk factor, the Performance Confidence Assessment represents the evaluation of an Offeror’s present and past work record to assess the Government's confidence in the Offeror successfully performing the FAST contract.  The Government will evaluate the Offeror's demonstrated record of contracts/negotiated agreements compliance in supplying products and services that meet user's needs, including cost and schedule.  The Performance Confidence Assessment is accomplished by reviewing aspects of an Offeror's relevant present and recent past performance, focusing on and targeting performance, which is relevant to the Mission Capability subfactors.  This information will include data on efforts performed by other divisions, critical subcontractors, or teaming contractors, if such resources will be brought to bear or significantly influence the performance of the proposed effort.  The Government may consider as relevant efforts performed for agencies of the Federal, State, or local Governments and commercial customers.  As a result of the analysis of those risks and strengths identified, each Offeror will receive an integrated Performance Confidence Assessment, which is the rating for the Performance Risk factor.  Although the performance confidence assessment focuses on performance that is relevant to the Mission Capability subfactors, the resulting Performance Confidence Assessment is made at the factor level.  In addition to evaluating the extent to which the Offeror's performance meets mission requirements, the assessment will consider things such as the Offeror's history of forecasting and controlling costs, adhering to schedules (including the administrative aspects of performance), reasonable and cooperative behavior and commitment to customer satisfaction, and generally, the Contractor's business - like concern for the interest of the customer.  Pursuant to DFARS 215.305(a)2, the assessment will consider the extent to which the Offeror's evaluated past performance demonstrates compliance with FAR 52.219-8, Utilization of Small, Small Disadvantaged, and Women-Owned Small Business Concerns and FAR 52.219-9, Small, Small Disadvantaged and Women-Owned Small Business Subcontracting Plan.

            b.   Where relevant performance records indicates performance problems, the Government will consider the number and severity of the problems and the appropriateness and effectiveness of any corrective actions taken (not just planned or promised).  The Government may review more recent contracts/negotiated agreements or performance evaluations to ensure corrective actions have been implemented and to evaluate their effectiveness.  Prompt corrective action in isolated instances may not outweigh overall negative trends.


c.  Each Offeror will receive one of the ratings described in AFFARS 5315.305((a)(2)(ii)(S-92)) for the Performance Risk factor.


d.  Offerors without a record of relevant past performance or for whom information on past performance is not available and will not be evaluated favorably or unfavorably on past performance, and as a result, will receive a "Neutral / Unknown confidence" rating for the Performance Risk factor.  For Offerors with no relevant performance record, the Government may consider relevant performance information regarding key personnel.


e.  More recent and relevant performance will have a greater impact on the Performance Confidence Assessment than less recent or relevant effort.  A strong record of relevant past performance may be considered more advantageous to the Government than a “Neutral / Unknown Confidence” rating.  Likewise, a more relevant past performance record may receive a higher confidence rating and be considered more favorably than a less relevant record of favorable performance.  


f.  In evaluating performance data, the Performance Risk Assessment Group (PRAG) shall determine the relevancy of each contract / negotiated agreement.  Relevance is driven by how closely the skills demonstrated in the prior contracts / negotiated agreements match the degree to which those skills will be required to successfully perform the FAST workloads.  In the assessment, the relevancy of each contracts/negotiated agreements will be considered along with the Offeror's performance.  Each contract / negotiated agreement will be assigned a rating reflecting its degree of relevance to the FAST workload according to the following definitions:

Very Relevant (VR) – All efforts under the contract are of the scope, magnitude and complexity of the FAST requirements that the team member will perform. 

Relevant (R) – Most of the efforts under the contract are of the scope, magnitude, and complexity of the FAST requirements that the team member will perform. 

Somewhat Relevant (SR) – Some of the efforts under the contract are of the scope, magnitude and complexity of the FAST requirements that the team member will perform.

Not Relevant (NR) – Efforts under the contract are not of the scope, magnitude and complexity of the FAST requirements that the team member will perform.  


g.  The PRAG will consider relevancy on an effort - by - effort basis. 


h.  Past performance information will be obtained through the Contractor Performance Assessment Reporting System (CPARS), similar systems of other Government departments and agencies, questionnaires tailored to the circumstances of this acquisition, Defense Contract Management Agency channels, interviews with Program Managers and Contracting Officers, and other sources known to the Government, including commercial sources.  


i.  Offerors are to note that, in conducting this assessment, the Government reserves the right to use both data provided by the Offeror and data obtained from other sources.

2.4.  Factor 4 - Cost or Price Factor

Each Offeror’s cost / price volume (Labor Rates, Add-on Factors, and Sample Task Prices) will be evaluated based on the following:


a.  Reasonableness and Realism Analysis



(1)  Reasonableness :  Reasonableness will be established by the existence of adequate price competition and by comparing all, or a representative sample of, the proposed base labor rates to industry average rates and / or rates from other contracts for similar work, etc.  This evaluation will be performed for each Prime and each Subcontractor, teaming partner and joint venture partner.  Proper application of the rates set forth in the attached Rate Tables will also be verified in sample task calculation.  If discussions are conducted, Evaluation Notices (ENs) will be issued for rates falling outside the calculated ranges, if in the Government's opinion, they constitute a significant portion of the total number of proposed rates.  For the rates to be determined reasonable, they must be considered to be the best value to the Government, when compared to the current market environment.  Proposed material costs will be evaluated by review of the cost basis and methodology utilized in pricing the Bill of Material.



(2)  Realism Analysis:  Realism Analysis will be performed against T&M and Cost Reimbursement sample task(s), and on Cost Reimbursement rates, as prescribed under FAR 15.404-1(d)(2) and as stated below.  Realism will be accomplished by independent technical review and evaluation of the skill mix, specific hours, and material kinds and quantity in each Offeror's proposed cost estimate for the given sample tasks.  In addition, all indirect rates and factors will be reviewed for realism for Cost Reimbursement rates.  The intent of the evaluation is to determine whether the estimated proposed cost elements are realistic for the work to be performed; reflect a clear understanding of the requirements; and are consistent with the approach described in the Offeror's technical proposal.  


b.  Sample Tasks:


Each Offeror’s proposed dollar amounts of four (4) sample tasks will be provided to the SSA as well as the aggregate total of the 4 sample tasks.  The total amounts proposed for each of the four (4) Government-provided sample tasks will be verified and consolidated for a total proposed (estimated) amount for each Offeror.  The Offeror will provide their price proposals for these tasks utilizing estimated material costs, estimated labor hours and those necessary rates and / or factors identified in the attached Rate Tables of the solicitation.  For T&M and Cost Reimbursement sample task(s), a Probable Cost (PC) will be determined in accordance with FAR 15.404-1(d)(2)(i).  The PC is determined by adjusting each Offeror's proposed cost to reflect any additions or reductions in cost elements based on the results of the cost realism analysis.  The resulting PC will be provided to the SSA.  Proposal and evaluation of the sample task(s) do not obligate or preclude the Government's issuance of an order for said tasks. 

NOTE:  Failure to utilize the rates and / or factors proposed in the attached Rate Tables in the pricing of the sample tasks will result in an Offeror being rejected and disqualified for award.  For evaluation of the sample tasks, the Government will verify that the base rates (direct hourly salary) proposed for all labor categories subject to the Service Contract Act comply with the minimum specified by attached Department of Labor Wage Determination submitted by the offeror for the areas where work is to be performed.  

3.0.  Discussions

If, during the evaluation period, it is determined to be in the best interest of the Government to hold discussions, Offeror responses to ENs and the Final Proposal Revision will be considered in making the source selection decision.
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EVALUATION OF OPTIONS 

The Government will evaluate offers for award purposes by obtaining labor rates for Years 1 through 5 (Basic Contract Period).  Year 5 rates will be the basis for computation of rates for Years 6 and 7 as stated in clause H-909, Adjustment Guidelines for Years 6 and 7; therefore, evaluation of Option I (Years 6 and 7) rates is considered to be accomplished by evaluation of Year 5 rates.  Evaluation of option will not obligate the Government to exercise the option.
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PRE-AWARD SURVEY

The Government may conduct pre-award surveys (PAS) as part of this source selection.  Results of the PAS (if conducted) will be evaluated to determine each Offeror's capability to meet the requirements of the solicitation.
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PLANT VISITS

The Source Selection Evaluation Team (SSET) may conduct plant visits during the evaluation phase to gather information for judging the Offeror's potential for correcting deficiencies, quality of development or manufacturing practices / processes, or other areas useful in evaluating the offer.  If conducted, the results will be assessed under the applicable factors / subfactors and will be used to validate and confirm the Offeror's written proposal and / or oral presentation.
