Early Industry Involvement/Risk Assessment Workshop

1. The FAST team is pleased to announce the Industry participants for the subject workshop.  The following companies have registered for the workshop:

2. The location of the workshop has now been moved to 235 Byron Street, Building 376, room 404.  Parking for the workshop is located on Perry Street between Peacekeeper Way and Fifth Street.  The workshop will commence on Tuesday, 30 Nov 1999 and continuing through Friday, 03 Dec 1999, or until complete.  The workshop will begin on the 30th at 8.00 a.m. and will adjourn at approximately 4:30 p.m. each day.

3. Each Industry team is limited to two (2) persons per team, due to space limitations.  Industry team composition is at the discretion of the industry participants and may include subcontractors.  Only one team member will be allowed at the computer terminal at any time.  A Government typist will be available to input comments for non-terminal participants.  A random drawing will be held at the beginning of the workshop to determine which industry participants will sit at a terminal.  The Government cannot guarantee prior to the drawing which participants will be granted terminal access and the Government expressly denies any liability, financial or other wise, to any participant who is nor granted access to a terminal.  Of the twenty-nine (29) industry companies to sign-up, twenty-three (23) will sit at a terminal.  The remainder will be non-terminal participants but can input their comments through the Government typist.  Three companies have registered as non-terminal participants.

4.   The technical documents found at the web page http://pkec.robins.af.mil/FAST\FAST.HTM will be the focus of the risk assessment workshop.  To facilitate the risk assessment process, all participants, industry and Government are expected to be familiar with these technical documents.  The workshop will be conducted via anonymous computer input and will be facilitated by an independent third party.  A general overview of the workshop is as follows: orientation, risk identification and analysis, development of evaluation factors and standards, review of Statement of Work (SOW), development of Instructions to Offerors  (ITO) (L-900 clauses), and development of RFP evaluation clause (M-900 clauses).  At a minimum we desire to complete the workshop through development of the factors and subfactors.  A detailed agenda and additional instructions addressing the risk assessment process will be provided at the beginning of the workshop.

5. Industry participation in this workshop is entirely voluntary.  Industry participation in the workshop shall be at no expense to the Government.  Further, the Government requires unrestricted use of any information resulting from the workshop sessions. The results of the risk assessment workshop will be posted to the web page at http://pkec.robins.af.mil/\FAST\FAST.HTM as soon as possible after the conclusion of the workshop.  The Government reserves the right to revise the products of the workshop to ensure all user requirements are satisfied.  Do not assume that a contract will result from this effort.
